Home Huddle
     The most impacting and exciting place to grow in your faith is at home!  Find a time during the day when the family can get together and encourage one another.  This could happen right before bed or before/after a meal or maybe there is another time that works for you.  This could happen with one parent and young person, or it could involve the entire family.  It could involve a grandparent or aunt/uncle.  Make it work for you!

     Once you have found a time to get together, work through these five steps (share, read, talk, pray, bless).  An outline of the Home Huddle is below.
#1  Share  highs and lows for the day

Your “high” can be anything you were excited about or are looking forward to.  Your “low” can be anything you aren’t happy about or are concerned with.  The point is to let each other know how your day has gone!
#2  Read and highlight the verse of the day in your Bible


It works great for each person to have their own Bible.  The church would be glad to provide a Bible if you need an additional one (contact Chad if you do!).  A list of verses to use has been included with this Parents’ Update.  This list of verses is also available online at sothpewaukee.org.
#3 Talk about how today’s verse relates to your highs and lows

#4  Pray for

1) Your Highs and Lows

2) Your Family

3) The World

#5  Bless one another using the blessing of the day
Join hands (or make the sign of the cross) and look at one another as you say the following blessing 

(Name), you are a precious child of God!  That is what you are!  
* This blessing is based on the truth of 1 John 3:1
